 Kata Race  
 

In the Kata race the participants will compete with the following grade subdivisions: 

For children A and B: white belts; orange yellow belts; green / blue belts; brown / black 

belts. 

 

For all other categories: Up to orange belt; green / blue belts; brown / black belts 

(please note that only the kata can be repeated in several trials, limited to participants 

up to the orange belt). 

 

Kumite Race 

 

In the Kumite race the participants will compete with the following grade subdivisions: 

1) up green belts; 2) blue, brown, black belts. 

 

It should be noted that all Kumite athletes (weight control will be random) those who will 

be found "out of weight", will be excluded from the race (without the possibility of 

competing in the upper / lower category). 

 

For all categories in "W.FF. General Karate- Sports federations can register unlimited 

number of competitors per category for Kata and for Individual Kumite  



 
 
 

Please note that participants up to the green belt are allowed to show the same KATA in 

more tests.

PARTICIPANTS  

  

 Athletes officially selected by the WFF - National Federation Members of each 

country according to the following requirements:  

 Each country shall be represented by one official team.  

 Each athlete must be a citizen of the represented country.  

 Each athlete must know, thoroughly understand and be able to compete under the 

WFF Competition Rules.  

 Every participant must be free of any physical or mental handicap - therefore 

cannot cause any kind of difficulties during competition, under the WFF Rules. 

All competitors must have Medical Release signed by official national doctor.  

 All athletes, participants must be in compliance with the medical certification of 

fitness work laws (with the inscription to the race the sports association President 

of the athletes belonging accepts responsibility for the compliance with this 

requirement stating implicitly that certified doctors are deposited in its registered 

office).  

 All athletes who want to enter the 26th EUROPEAN FUDOKAN SPORTS KARATE 

CHAMPIONSHIPS MUST have a Fudokan BUDOPASS with the Annual Visa. 

 

IMPORTANT: If there are less than 4 athletes entered in one category and class of all 

specialties, a special effort will to merge with another adjacent category.
